VII.2 Important issues affecting the 2007 recycling and waste reduction data in this report.

The District is in the fifth year of comprehensive surveying of all sectors in the Tri-County area. This effort has
produced a significant increase in recycling data. The District surveyed 1,234 industrial businesses, 3,022
commercial businesses, 72 compost facilities, all three county recycling offices, 31 recycling brokers and
facilities and 50 solid waste haulers. The District did not count broker or hauler data in order to eliminate double
counting issues. The District used the surveys and OEPA compost facility data to calculate yard waste data. All
yard waste data was cross referenced to ensure no double counting was encountered. The District also began
tracking recycling facilities and brokers that were used by the District's generators as required by the Ohio EPA
written solid waste plan.
